Sophdgen

Nagra mil fran Nilen i mellersta Egypten fann man i slutet av 1800-talet resterna av
den antika staden Oxyrhynchos. Den hade sin storhetstid efter Alexander den Stores
erovring av Egypten 342 fvt fram till slutet av den romerska perioden pa 300-talet .
Med sina kanaler till Nilen var staden en viktig handelsplats och tjanade som lank
till de libyska oaserna. Under 600-talet sandades kanalsystemet igen och staden féll
sakta i glomska.

Under utgravningarna, som pagar an idag, hittade man 1896 en stor antik sophdg
med 6ver 400.000 papyrusfragment. Man fann allt fran vardagstexter som dagbdcker,
brev, horoskop, inhandlingslistor, ritningar, rattegangsprotokoll, cirkusprogram, till
intyg och kontrakt av allehanda slag. | sophdgen har man ocksa hittat apokryfiska
och bibliska texter, dikter av Alkman och Sapfo, texter av Platon, Homeros,
Simonides, Menandros, Euklides, Hesiodos och ordkneliga fragment av okanda
forfattare fran hela den antika perioden.

Uttolkandet av alla dessa sma lappar har pagatt sedan 1930-talet och resulterat
i over 80 stora volymer i serien Oxyrhynchus Papyri utgivet av Oxforduniversitet.
Bland papyrusfragmenten aterfinns fyra som man menar hor till Aischylos forlorade
genombrottspjas Myrmidonerna, P.Oxy 2163, P.Oxy 2256, PSI 1211 och PSI 1472.
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Utstallningens 29 PARABOLER delar emellan sig alla bevarade repliker och fragment
ur Aischylos forlorade pjas Myrmidonerna. Till ndgra av de stérre fragmenten hor ett
antal sma papyruslappar med nagra fa stavelser eller ett halvt ord vilka inte latit sig

oversattas. Dessa aterges pa transkriberad grekiska.

Bilderna &r limmade eller méalade pa bockad aluminium som valsats med samma
kroknings grad. Fotona &r nattbilder tagna fran ett och samma omréde i utkanten av
en liten stad i Italien.

Pjasens innehall kan trots de stora luckorna utldsas ur dessa fragment. Aischylos
bygger som sa ofta vidare pa Homeros Illiaden. Vi befinner oss pa slagfaltet utanfor
Troja. Akajernas framste krigare Akilleus sitter stum i sitt talt och vagrar delta

i striden. Han &r formodligen sur dver att inte ha fatt del av ett krigsbyte. Hans
soldater, myrmidonerna, forsoker pa olika vis 6vertala honom att sétta pa sig sin
rustning och aterta kampen, men Akilleus sitter tyst och vagrar lange ens svara.
Under tiden tycks trojanerna under sin ledare Hektor ha fatt ett 6vertag. Akajernas
ankrade flotta bréanns ner och mycket tyder pa att de &r pa vag att forlora kriget.

Till slut later han sin van och alskare Patroklos ikl& sig hans rustning och kliva ut

i striden i hans stalle. Detta i forhoppningen om att hans narvaro, om an som Akilleus
dubbelgédngare, ska skramma och pressa tillbaka fienden. Kort tid senare far Akilleus
budet att hans van dddats i strid med Hektor. Detta ar troligen pjasens vandpunkt.
Han sorjer sin kare van och skams over att ha drivit honom i déden i hans egen
rustning.

Akilleus:
Jag hedrade vart umgénge och dina l4r med ymnig grat.

Senare sager han till Antilochos som kommit med dodsbudet:

Antilochos, grat mer fér den som lever kvar &n fér den som har détt.
Allt mitt &r borta nu.

Pjasen fortsatter formodligen med att Akilleus vill ge sig ut
i striden for att hamnas sin van. Men han saknar nu sina vapen
och sin rustning som forlorats nar Patrokolos stupade. Han

betraktar sin egen skuld genom att minnas en fabel.

Akilleus:

En fabel gar s har, den &r fran Libyen:

En érn blev tréffad av en bagskytts skott;

nér han férstod hur pilen kunnat ga sa rétt, sa han:
"Besegrad, visst, men inte av en fiende;

en ornfjader &r orsak till min dndalykt.”

Karl Dunér (b. 1963] is a Swedish visual artist and theater director. His solo
exhibition entitled /slands (Oar) was shown in 2021 at Prins Eugen'’s
Waldemarsudde in Stockholm, and later at the Swedish Institute Paris, where
he showed, among other things, a work with nine mechanical dolls. In his vis-
ually strong works there are often interesting references to drama, theater and
literature. Since Dunér’s first exhibition of mechanical sculptures in 1997,

a large part of his work revolves around Memory and the Art of Memory.
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We are pleased to present an exhibition of new works by Karl
Dunér in the artist’s first show with the gallery - a series of
twenty-nine photographs and paintings linked to Aeschylus’
lost play Myrmidons.

For the exhibition, Jan Stolpe and Lars-Hakan Svensson have
translated all preserved phrases and fragments. It will be the
first Swedish translation and is published in book form in a
limited edition of 99 copies in collaboration with Ellerstroms
Text & Musik Forlag. The book release and signing will take
place during the opening on January 12. Shortly thereafter,
the gallery will host a presentation of the book together with
Karl Dunér, Jan Stolpe, and Lars-Hakan Svensson (date to be
announced).

Dunér’s exhibition PARABOLER also includes a selection of
new sound sculptures.

JUNK YARD

A few miles from the Nile in central Egypt, at the end of the 19th century, the remains
of the ancient city of Oxyrhynchos were found. The city had its golden age in the pe-
riod between Alexander the Great’s conquest of Egypt in 342 B.C. and the end of the
Roman period in the 4th century. With its canals connecting to the Nile, the city was
an important trading post and served as a link to the Libyan oases. During the 7th
century, the canal system was sanded over and the city slowly fell into oblivion.

In 1896, during excavations that are still going on today, a large ancient rubbish heap
was found with over 400,000 papyrus fragments. Everything from everyday texts such
as diaries, letters, horoscopes, procurement lists, drawings, court records, circus
programs, certificates, and contracts of all kinds were discovered. Apocryphal and
biblical texts as well as poems by Alkman and Sappho were also found in the rubbish
heap along with texts by Plato, Homer, Simonides, Menandros, Euclid, Hesiod, and
countless fragments by unknown authors from throughout the ancient period.

The interpretation of all these small pieces has been going on since the 1930s and
has so far resulted in over 80 large volumes in the Oxyrhynchus Papyri series pub-
lished by Oxford University. Among these papyrus fragments are four that are thought
to belong to Aeschylus’ long-lost breakthrough play Myrmidons P.Oxy 2163, P.Oxy
2256, PSI 1211 och PSI 1472.
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The exhibition’s 29 PARABOLER share among themselves all of the preserved
phrases and fragments from Aeschylus’ lost play Myrmidons. Some of the larger
fragments are such minute pieces of papyrus with just a few legible syllables or part
of a word, that they are impossible to translate. These parrts are transliterated in
Greek.

The images seen in this exhibition are glued or painted on rolled aluminum, each with
the same degree of curvature. The photos are night shots taken from the same area
on the outskirts of a small town in Italy.

Despite the missing gaps, the content of the play can be read from these fragments.
As is often the case, Aeschylus builds upon Homer's Illiad. We are on the battlefield
outside Troy. The chief warrior of the Achaeans, Achilles, sits mute in his tent and
refuses to participate in battle. He is probably upset that he didn’t get a share of the
spoils of war. His soldiers, the Myrmidons, try in various ways to persuade him to put
on his armour and resume the fight, but Achilles sits silently and for a long time
refuses to even answer. Meanwhile, the Trojans under their leader Hektor seem to
have gained the upper hand. The anchored fleet of the Achaeans is burned down and
there are many indications that they are about to lose the war.

Finally, he allows his friend and lover Patroklos to put on his armour and step out

in the battle in his place. This in the hope that his presence, albeit as Achilles’ double,
will frighten and push back the enemy. A short time later, Achilles receives word that
his friend has been killed in battle with Hektor. This is probably the turning point of
the play. He mourns his dear friend and is ashamed to have driven him to death in his
own armour.

Achilles:
I honored our association and your thighs with profuse weeping.

Later he says to Antilochus, who brought him the message of death:

Antilochus, weep more for the living than for the dead.
All mine is gone now.

The play probably continues with Achilles wanting to set out
in the battle to avenge his friend. But he now lacks his weapons
and his armour was lost when Patrokolos fell. He considers his

own guilt by recalling a fable.

Achilles:

A fable goes like this, it is from Libya:

An eagle was struck by an archer’s shot;

when he understood how the arrow could go so well, he said:
“Defeated, indeed, but not by an enemy;

an eagle’s feather is the cause of my last light.”
